   Athletics (track-and-field) is not only the oldest but also the most popular sport. Running, jumping and throwing were popular in some ancient countries: Greece, Egypt and Assyria. Modern athletics began in the 19th century. Running races were held on open fields and later on at the stadiums, where athletes trained and competed. The first Russian athletics club appeared in 1888 in Petersburg. It started the development of Russian athletics. Many Soviet athletes showed good results in running, the Znamensky brothers were among them. Soviet athletes began to participate in international competitions in 1946. FOOTBALL

   The soccer season begins in the middle of August, usually on the second Saturday. All amateur and professional teams do their best and train hard to win their matches.

BASKETBALL

   Basketball is a very popular game in America. The official basketball season is usually during the winter, but it is a game which can be played at any time of a year. Basketball is played on a court. The game is played with a large ball about 30 inches in circumference. A team is made up of five players.

   In the United States, teams compete in basketball at many levels. There is a professional league called the National Basketball Association (NBA). Primary and secondary schools and universities compete against each other, and in many towns there are local leagues in which anyone who wishes may play on a team. Basketball is also a popular spectator sport. Many Americans watch basketball games in arenas and on television.

   Basketball is a very exciting game which can be played formally, in a league, or casually, just for enjoyment. It is easy to organize a game wherever there is a court, and many Americans play a lot of basketball for exercise and recreation.
SKIING

   Skiing is a winter sport. It is very popular in Russia. It is a sport for all ages. Both men and women go in for skiing. Skiing is good for health. It has a great effect on the body. It develops many excellent physical and sporting qualities: strength (сила), good body coordination, good reaction, stamina (стойкость), endurance (выносливость), persistence (упорство), will-power (сила воли), will to victory etc.

   A sportsman going in for skiing is called a skier. Skiing is a competitive sport. It includes different events: ski-racing, Alpine skiing, Nordic skiing, biathlon, ski-jumping, ski relay race, down hill and slalom.

   Biathlon is a combination of 20 km race and rifle shooting in 4 stages for men and 15 km race and rifle shooting in 4 stages for women. A sportsman going in for biathlon is called a biathlonist or a shooting skier.

   Nordic skiing includes cross country ski race, ski-jumping from a 70 m hill as one event. In this event points are given for each competition and the winner is decided by the best sum of points. Jumping is held before the cross country race and includes three rounds of jumping. A sportsman going in for Nordic skiing is called a Nordic eventer.

   Alpine skiing includes three events: slalom, giant slalom and down hill. Alpine skiing technique is based on balance flexibility. Down hill is a соntest of speed. Slalom includes 2 races on different courses. In giant slalom a skier must show his ability to find and keep the fastest routes on the course about 1.5 km. A sportsman going in for Alpine skiing is called an Alpine skier.

   There are different types of skis: racing skis, skis for jumping, down hill skis, slalom skis and others. Alpine skis are wide and flat. Cross country skis are very light, about 700 gr each. Jumping skis are the longest and the heaviest – up to 9 kg a pair. Ski sticks are made of bamboo, metals or plastics. 

ICE   HOCKEY

   Ice hockey is one of the most favourite winter sports especially among the youth. It is sometimes called Canadian hockey because its origin is Canadian. It is played on a rink 40 m long by six players. It is a very interesting fast and dynamic game. It is played with a puck and long straight sticks. The puck is made of hard rubber. It is passed between the players until it is thrown into the opponent’s goal. The team that scores the most goals wins. The game lasts for 60 minutes in 3 periods. During the last few years our national hockey teams developed into world class. Everybody knows the names of our famous hockey players Tretiak, Kharlamov, Maltsev and others.

   Russian hockey is sometimes called ice football. It is played on an ice football field 100 m long. There are 11 players in each team. They play with a round ball and short curved sticks. The playing time and rules are similar to football.

There is also such hockey as grass hockey. The players play on a grass field with a round ball and short curved sticks. Mainly women play grass hockey.

HANDBALL

   Handball is a team sport in which two teams of seven players each (six outfield players and a goalkeeper) pass a ball using their hands with the aim of throwing it into the goal of the other team. A standard match consists of two periods of 30 minutes, and the team that scores more goals wins.

   Modern handball is played on a court 40 by 20 metres (131 by 66 ft), with a goal in the middle of each end. The goals are surrounded by a 6-meter (20 ft) zone where only the defending goalkeeper is allowed; goals must be scored by throwing the ball from outside the zone or while "diving" into it. The sport is usually played indoors, but outdoor variants exist in the forms of field handball and Czech handball (which were more common in the past) and beach handball.   

   The game is fast and high-scoring: professional teams now typically score between 20 and 35 goals each, though lower scores were not uncommon until a few decades ago. Body contact is permitted by the defenders trying to stop the attackers from approaching the goal.

SWIMMING

   Swimming is an individual or team sport that requires the use of one’s arms and legs to move the body through water. The sport takes place in pools or open water (e.g., in a sea or lake). Competitive swimming is one of the most popular Olympic sports, with varied distance events: butterfly, backstroke, breaststroke, freestyle, and individual medley. 
     In addition to these individual events, four swimmers can take part in either a freestyle or medley relay. Swimming each stroke requires a set of specific techniques, and in competition, there are distinct regulations concerning the acceptable form for each individual stroke. There are also regulations on what types of swimsuits, caps, jewelry and injury tape that are allowed at competitions. Although it is possible for competitive swimmers to incur several injuries from the sport – such as tendinitis in the shoulders or knees -- there are also multiple health benefits associated with the sport.

   A team usually consists of twenty players, with six on the ice at a time. Positions include the goalie, the forwards, and the defensemen. The three forwards form a line. There are usually three or four lines that change throughout the game.
   The game is played on the rink which is marked with several lines. The game is started by a faceoff at the red line, or center line. The red and blue lines are important for rules like offside and icing.
   There are three twenty-minute periods in a match. In play, players must abide by certain rules. Players can body check by using a shoulder, hip, or torso to hit an opponent who is in possession of the puck. A body check to the head or back is illegal. If players break rules, such as body checking illegally, they go to the penalty box. Fights that break out between two players are tolerated.
